Promised Valley Playhouse is excited and proud to present a showing of the paintings
of Mrs. Eldora Johnson Maughan (who doesn’t think that being 86 is any excuse to
quit learning). Mrs. Maughan, the oldest student at Utah State University, discovered
just five years ago a talent that had lain dormant since 1917, when she was studying
China painting under Prof. Calvin Fletcher at USU. “‘I’ve always had a yen for
artistic things, and because of ill health I needed something to do. I cannot sit and
watch TV -- [ think it’s a waste of time. Painting has filled a void in my life . . . filled
it with such satisfaction.’” Today she shares the classroom with students who trace
their beginnings back to the early 1960’s and late fifties. ‘“The East had Grandma
Moses,’” a professor once told her. ‘““There’s no reason why the West shouldn’t have
a Grandma Maughan.’” She has probably painted close to 60 paintings since her new
career began, some of which we proudly display in the foyer during the run of My
Fair Lady. If painting hadn’t filled her life, something else would have. It always
HAS. The other facets of her life show her to be a beautiful, serviceful, creative,
courageous woman. Notwithstanding her involvement in church and civic service,
the charm of her life has been the quality time spent with each individual family
member, from her oldest child to her youngest great-grandchild, who all feel the
warmth of her love.
